All members of our Holy Family community are asked to work cooperatively to attain these main
goals for each student:

Your child@Qschool experience will be enhanced by your involvement as a volunteer. Be an example of
caring and giving by volunteering to help with many aspects of our school life. Other family members
are welcome also. Call the school and ask for our Volunteer Coordinator.

Discipline is a major concern in every school. Without it, everything is less effective. Under
GExpectations of Holy Family StudentsX We outline our thoughts on discipline. We need active parental
support to encourage our studentsQbest behavior. That support is very important if a child
misbehaves. Parents should be alert to the fact that continued, uncorrected misbehavior can
become a very serious matter and can jeopardize a child@ position within the school community.

A quick summary of behavior expectations for students includes a focus on a positive attitude and
spirit of cooperation; proper language and behavior; and courteous, friendly interaction with other
students and adults. We encourage all student interactions to be positive, and we work hard to ensure
that bullying is not a part of any student@ experience. Bullying is taken very seriously, and students
found to be bullying will receive a significant consequence, including expulsion from the school.

Bus safety mandates good bus behavior. Misbehavior creates dangerous situations. Experience has
shown that a loss of riding privileges or a bus suspension is by far the most effective measure to
change misbehavior. Parents will be alerted if an incident of misbehavior on the bus poses a threat to
a student@riding privileges. Please report incidents of misbehavior to the school.

Students need to be in school EVERY DAY to maximize their educational experience. Treat each day of
attendance as an important day. Vacations during the school year are a disadvantage to strong
students and create failing situations for students having difficulty. Holy Family does not recommend
that students miss school for vacations. Try to arrange doctor and dentist appointments so that little
or no school time is lost. In general, if a student is absent 20 or more days of school, there is usually
concern about the student being prepared for the next grade, and their promotion may be in question.
Parents need to call the school before 9:00 a.m. each day the student is absent. The Safe Arrival Line
(215-269-9607) is used for this purpose.

All students in Grades K-8 must be in their classroom BEFORE 8:00 a.m., and all students in Pre-
Kindergarten must be in their classroom before 8:10 a.m. It is best to drop off K-8 students between
7:40 a.m. and 7:55 a.m. This will ensure that students will be in their classrooms, unpacked, and ready
to begin at 8:00 a.m., when our day begins with a prayer.

To cut down traffic congestion in the morning, we ask that parents of students in the three- and four-
year-old Pre-Kindergarten programs drop off their children between 7:55 a.m. and 8:05 a.m. If a
parent has an older child(ren), the Pre-Kindergarten child may be dropped off with the older
child(ren). Lateness puts students in a poor position to begin their day. They miss morning directions
and must rush to unpack and get caught up. Continual lateness causes upset for the student and
disruption to his/her class.




14. Effective communication is essential to a childQ success in school. We will do our best to keep you
informed about your childQprogress and school matters. Please keep us informed about information
we may need to help your child. If you have a question or concern, do not let it fester. Contact the
person responsible for the area of your concern.

Set a special, private time for serious talks with your childQteacher. Do not drop in the classroom to
chat, especially at the beginning of the day or at dismissal. The teacher must tend to all students at
these times. Also, please keep social occasions purely social; do not use this time to conference.

NOTE: A student MUST be in school a FULL DAY, EACH DAY to achieve Perfect Attendance. LATENESS
NULLIFIES PERFECT ATTENDANCE. dTake Your Child to Work Dayé is NOT an excused absence and
nullifies Perfect Attendance.

TTENDANCE AND ABSECE

Regular and timely attendance is crucial to a student@Qdaily and cumulative progress. Lateness and absences
must be kept to a minimum to ensure short- and long-term school success. To be considered on time,
students in Grades K-8 must be in their classroom before 8:00 a.m., and students in Pre-Kindergarten must
be in their classroom before 8:10 a.m. When an absence is necessary, a written note signed by a parent must
be presented to the homeroom teacher upon returning to school. A doctor@note is required for an absence
exceeding three (3) consecutive days. When an extended absence is expected because of illness or an
accident, it is advisable to contact the Principal so that assignments may be procured or arrangements may
be made to obtain home tutoring services. Students who miss twenty (20) or more days of school, for any
reason, have missed a major amount of work. In such a case, the school may have a special concern about
the student@ progress and their preparation for the following grade.

Regular school attendance is essential to the successful completion of the educational objectives of the
school. Too often, students assume that the educational process involves only the passing of tests and
completion of assignments. Quality education prepares students to assume responsible adult roles as
citizens, family members, workers, and self-directed learners by attending to their intellectual,
developmental, and social needs. These requirements of the educational process certainly cannot be
attained by students who do not participate in the overall educational program.

IF STUDENTS ARE ABSENT

9 Parents/guardians of children in Pre-Kindergarten through Grade 8 are required to call the school at

215-269-9607 before 9:00 a.m. to report the absence to the Safe Arrival Program.

Astudent whois absent from school is required to present a written note to the homeroom teacher
upon returning to school. This is a State requirement.
Absences of more than three (3) days must be confirmed by a physician.
In case of illness during the school day, the nurse will contact the parents/guardians or an adult
specified by the parents/guardians.
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9 Parents/guardians are urged to arrange doctor and dental appointments on school holidays or after
school. If this is impossible, a note must be sent to the teacher in a timely manner concerning the
date and time of the appointment.

9 If a parent/guardian wishes to have a child excused from school early, the parent/guardian must
send a written note to the teacher and Principal prior to the dismissal (unless there is an emergency)
specifying the reason for the request and the name of the parent/guardian or adult who will be
picking up the child. If a parent/guardian calls for a child at any time, he/she must report to the
school office, not the childQ classroom, to sign out the child. Children will be released into the
custody of their parent/guardian or adult specified only from the Principal@Q office. This is done to
guarantee the safety of the child.

9 Astudentin Grades K-8 is considered late if he or she is not present in homeroom at the time of the
first bell at 8:00 a.m. and must report to the office for a late slip in order to be admitted to class.
Pre-Kindergarten students are expected in class by 8:10 a.m.

9 Family trips for business or pleasure during the school term are strongly discouraged. If
parents/guardians consider the trip absolutely necessary or beneficial, a written notification for the
extended absence should be sent to the Principal at least one week prior to the trip. Makeup work
for this absence is the responsibility of the parent/guardian and student, not the teacher. It is
recommended that assignments are procured ahead of time so that the student may keep up with
the class. In any case, students must contact the teacher to make up missed tests and classwork.

PERFECT ATTENDANCE
The following are the Archdiocesan guidelines for perfect attendance:
9 The student must be present and on time each instructional day.
 The student must present a note for any excused lateness.
1 Thestudentis excused for absence due to deaths in the immediate family. The immediate family€is
defined as parent(s), grandparent(s), siblings, or member of the household.
9 High school visitations, other than the scheduled Archdiocesan Visitation Day, are an excused
absence, but nullify perfect attendance.
9 G&TAKE YOUR CHILD TO WORK DAYE is not an excused absence and nullifies perfect attendance.
9 For a child to have a full day of attendance, they must be in school until at least 12:30 p.m.

PUNCTUALITY

Punctuality is crucial to your child@Q academic success. A student who is consistently on time has the
advantages of preparation for work and a positive attitude toward the school day. All students in Grades K-8
must be in their classroom before 8:00 a.m., and all students in Pre-Kindergarten must be in their classroom
before 8:10 a.m. If a child arrives late, he/she must report to the school office for a late slip.

ARRIVAL

Students may arrive as early as 7:45 a.m. Supervision will be provided until the children report to their

classrooms. Students who are enrolled in the CARES Program may arrive as early as 7:00 a.m. (Please see the

ARRIVAL BY CAR

Students in Grades K-8 who are transported by car should arrive between 7:45 a.m. and 7:55 a.m.; Pre-
Kindergarten students should arrive between 7:55 a.m. and 8:05 a.m. When dropping off your child, please
do not park in the traffic lane next to the curb in front of the school. This area must be kept free of cars so
cars may pull up and leave promptly.



Please note: When dropping children off in the morning, do so safely and quickly as to not hold up traffic
behind you. For security purposes and in accordance with school policy, parents are NOT permitted to
walk their children into the school building.

9 Parents of students in Grades K-8 should DROP OFF THEIR CHILD from car line in front of the
building and exit the parking lot. To help ensure the safety of all students, parents are not permitted
to walk their child into the building.

9 Studentsin Pre-Kindergarten are to ENTER THE MIDDLE ENTRANCE DOOR OF THE SCHOOL where
there are two teachers to greet and guide them to their classroom. Parents may park their car and
WALK THEIR CHILD TO THE MIDDLE ENTRANCE DOOR. In order to maintain the protection and safety
of our students, parents are NOT permitted to walk their child to their classroom.

DISMISSAL

Classes end at 2:40 p.m. Dismissal begins at 2:45 p.m. Pre-Kindergarten dismissal is 2:30 p.m. Parents should
meet their child at the front door of the school building. Busing is NOT provided by the school districts for
Pre-Kindergarten students.

Busing is provided by the local township school districts for students in Grades K-8. The district in which the
student resides will determine the busing transportation. Prior to the start of school, parents are notified by
the school district in which they reside as to the time and place of their childQbus stop. When we receive the
information from the districts, we will post bus schedules on the school website at www.hfrcs.org. Questions
regarding busing may be directed to the school office. Please note that Holy Family has no control over pick
up times and stops, but we will support a parentQ legitimate concern about a problem with these issues.

Car Rders Parents should notify the teacher if their child is going home in the car line. In order to ensure the
safety of the children and parents who are walking among the cars:
9 Parents who pick up their child are to wait in their cars until they are directed, lane by lane, to exit.
9 Please wait in your lane and do not switch lanes, as this is very dangerous.
9 Please be patient and very alert to people walking, and please drive very slowly.
9 Please follow the directions of the people supervising traffic.

Buses Buses are called individually. Students are not permitted to ride a different bus other than that
assigned by the busing company. This is a transportation rule for insurance purposes.

Remember If a child is going home other than the usual way, the teacher must have a note from the
parents/guardians! Details should be worked out the night before, so everyone, especially your child, knows
what is to happen. We ask that you refrain from making calls to the school on a regular basis with changes in
regard to your childQ transportation.

EMERGENCY CHANGE IN TRANSPORTATION

If you need to change your child@ means of transportation for emergency purposes, you may do so by
contacting the school. We ask that all calls in regard to changing a childQ transportation be made by 2:15
p.m. in order to provide timely communication to the homeroom teacher.

DMISSIONS

Holy Family Regional Catholic School serves students in Pre-Kindergarten (three- and four-year-old
programs) through Grade 8 from the parishes of Inmaculate Conception in Levittown, Queen of the Universe
in Levittown, St. Frances Cabrini in Fairless Hills, and St. Joseph the Worker in Fallsington, all located within
the Bucks County Vicariate of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia. Holy Family adheres to the directives of the
Office of Catholic Education with regard to admissions, giving preference in admission to Catholic students
living within the parish boundaries of the four sponsoring parishes.

Holy Family admits students of any race, color, national and ethnic origin, to all rights, privileges, programs
and activities generally accorded or made available to the school. Holy Family does not discriminate on the
basis of race, color, national and ethnic origin in the administration of its educational policy and scholarship
programs, and other school-administered programs. Holy Family does not discriminate on the basis of sex in
educational programs or activities and employment under the application regulation of Title IX of the
Educational Amendments of 1972.

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS

o Child must be 4 years of age by September 1 for entrance in the Pre-Kindergarten Four-

o Child must be 3 years of age by September 1 for entrance in the Pre-Kindergarten Three-
Year-Old Program.

Registration Fee.

Act 260f 1995 (the Safe School AcAxt 26 requires parents/guardians to provide a sworn statement upon
registering their child as to whether the child has previously been suspended or expelled from another
school for an act of violence and/or a possession of weapon violation. Holy Family adheres to this law.

ANNUAL RENROLLMENT

Families registered in Holy Family Regional Catholic School are required to apply for re-enrollment annually,
by completing a Family Re-Enrollment Form and submitting the required re-enroliment fee. Re-enrollment
and tuition information for the following school year are provided to families in January. Tuition fees, the
Family Fundraising Requirement, and non-refundable re-enrollment fees are reflected in the Tuition Rate
Schedule. All tuition, fundraising, and other financial obligations must be current before a familyQ@
application for re-enrollment is processed.

Students currently attending Holy Family in Kindergarten through Grade 7 are given priority in admissions
for the following school year, with enrollment secured if the following condition is met:

91 A Family Re-Enrollment Form and the required re-enrollment fee must be submitted by the date

specified by the school. In order for a familyQ application for re-enroliment to be processed, the

family must meet all financial obligations to the school, including tuition, fundraising, and other fees.

Students currently attending Holy Family in the Pre-Kindergarten Three-Year-Old and Four-Year-Old
Programs are given priority in admissions for the following school year, with enroliment secured if the
following conditions are met:

9 A Family Re-Enrollment Form and the required re-enrollment fee must be submitted by the date
specified by the school. In order for a familyQ application for re-enrollment to be processed, the
family must meet all financial obligations to the school, including tuition, fundraising, and other fees.

 Student is a registered member of one of the four sponsoring parishes.

NOTE: Because of the demand at the Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten levels, students currently
attending Holy Family in the Pre-Kindergarten Three-Year-Old and Four-Year-Old Programs who are
not registered members of one of the four sponsoring parishes may have to be placed on a waiting
list, with no guarantee of admission for the following year. This is necessary to ensure that there is
sufficient space first to accommodate children who are members of the four sponsoring parishes,
and then Catholic students from other parishes that do not have their own elementary school.

ADMISSION OF N@MTHOLIC STUDENTS

Holy Family Regional Catholic School serves a variety of purposes, including the academic, social and physical
development of the students. However, the primary purpose of our school is religious. We exist for the
purpose of evangelization and catechesis, that is, the proclamation of the Gospel and formation of the entire
school community of Faith. Our school offers a complete Catholic religious education program and makes
every effort to develop the Faith in all students so that they may live a full Christian life.
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Non-Catholic students may be admitted to Holy Family under the following conditions:

1 Adequate facilities and space are available, without denying admission of eligible Catholic
students.

9 The permission of the Pastors(Governing Board is obtained.

9 The parents/guardians agree in writing to permit their child(ren) to attend religion classes and
religious functions that are offered as part of the school program.

9 The parents/guardians commit themselves in writing to accept and to promote the philosophy,
goals, objectives, and regulations of Holy Family Regional Catholic School.

9 The parents/guardians agree in writing to assume responsibility for all financial obligations.

ES PROGRAM

The CARES Program (Children Are Receiving Extended Services) is a before- and after-school program for
children enrolled at Holy Family in Pre-Kindergarten through Grade 8. This program provides professional
care, supervision, and recreational activities and serves working families who desire both an elementary
school education and a supplementary day care program in a Catholic environment. This professionally
operated program schedules time for homework completion.

CARES is open from 7:00 a.m. to 7:45 a.m. and from 3:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. each school day including early
dismissal days. There is no CARES on the afternoon of the Wednesday before Thanksgiving, the afternoon
of the Faculty Christmas Luncheon in December, and the afternoon of the last day of school. CARES is
closed when Holy Family has a school holiday or when school is cancelled for the day due to inclement
weather or unexpected emergencies.

An Goccasional needé service is available to families who require supervision of their child(ren) in case of an
unexpected situation or a family emergency. This doccasional need€ basis exists ONLY to assist parentsin a
dilemma and should not be used otherwise.

All families who wish to use CARES on a full-time, a part-time, or an Gbccasional need€ basis, must register
their child(ren) each school year and must keep the CARES Program informed of any address or telephone

number changes. The registration information is necessary in case of an emergency.

CARES fees must be paid monthly in order to participate in the program.

NGE OF CONTACT INFORMATION

In order that records may be kept current, any change of family names, addresses, phone numbers, email
addresses, or emergency contacts and phone numbers should be reported to both the school office and the
classroom teacher immediately. It is very important that this information is also kept current.
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RICULUM

The curriculum of Holy Family Regional Catholic School follows the guidelines established by the Office of
Catholic Education of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia. Under the guidance of the Office of Catholic
Education, faculty and administration exert constant efforts to provide a balanced, well-organized, and
continuous curriculum. Periodic evaluations and standardized testing, as well as faculty in-service, help to
ensure the strength of educational programs.

The school curriculum emphasizes the development of basic skills and study skills, and the acquisition of a
core of knowledge and information. Students are provided with a firm foundation in language arts,
mathematics, science, and social studies. Special emphasis is placed on the development of effective reading,
writing, and study skills. Instruction in Spanish, computers, library use, art, music, health, and physical
education provides a well-rounded education. The goal of the curriculum is to develop in students a deep
love and reverence for God, themselves, and others, as well as an ever-increasing knowledge of the world
and the skills they will need to improve their lives.

TODY

Parents are asked to inform school personnel when the legal custody of child(ren) resides with one parent. It
is mandatory for the school to have a copy of the Custody Decree. Custodial parents are likewise asked to
supply the school with any applicable copies of Restraining Orders. Only those individuals who have legal
custody of the student may attend school meetings, participate in educational decisions, and review
educational records regarding that student. Without a Subpoena or Court Order, school records of the
student may be disclosed only upon written consent of the parent with legal custody.

A child will not be released to a parent who does not have physical custody, without the written consent of
the custodial parent. To determine the custodial parent, all separated or divorced parents of students
enrolled in Holy Family must provide the school with a copy of the Court Order or Custodial Agreement
adjudicating that determination of custody. This Court Order/Custodial Agreement, along with any Custody
Decree or additional pertinent paperwork, are placed in a confidential file.

CATIONAL TRIPS

The students may be afforded the opportunity to participate in class field trips. The purpose of these trips is
to broaden the religious, intellectual, cultural, and social experiences of each child. Parental permission is
required of each student who will go on the trip. No verbal approval may be given. Permission slips must be
in writing. Proper dress and good conduct are essential on these trips. Since these trips are primarily a
learning experience, time so spent is considered part of the normal school day.
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Educational trips are privileges and students can be denied participation if they fail to meet academic or
behavioral requirements. If a student is denied participation in an educational trip, that student is expected
to report to the PrincipalQoffice or an assigned classroom on the scheduled day of the trip. Due to insurance
and legality issues, parents who are selected as chaperones MAY NOT BRING SIBLINGS ON SCHOOL FIELD
TRIPS.

STUDENT BEHAVIOR

The Administration and Faculty of Holy Family Regional Catholic School believe discipline is a necessary
reflection of the philosophy of a Catholic school and is fundamental to life. Holy Family nurtures a positive
sense of self-discipline in order to provide an environment conducive to learning. Effective discipline has as
its purpose the development of students who respect themselves, other persons, and those in authority. Our
aim is to motivate our students to develop a proper attitude toward discipline and responsibility.

Our school has high expectations of our students in terms of their behavior, attitude, sense of responsibility,
and interaction with fellow students and adults both in school and out of school. Our faculty will stress that
the students respect all adults with whom they come in contact; respect each other as students and people;
and respect our facilities and equipment. Appropriate behavior is expected from all students at all times: in
class, on the bus, in the hall, on the playground, and at any in-school, out-of-school, or after-school
activity.

We will focus on and expect all students to:
9 Demonstrate a positive, cooperative attitude;
9 Use appropriate language at all times;
9 Respect all adults, including parents, teachers, bus drivers, secretaries, lunch personnel and
volunteers
Work in class in a quiet, cooperative manner when directed;
Be courteous, accepting, supportive, encouraging, and friendly toward other students;
Keep their hands and bodies to themselves, especially at recess; and
Behave in a positive manner on the school bus, following all bus rules.

Students are EXPECTED to show pride in their school by respecting all equipment, facilities, and personal
property. Students must keep their desks and the area around them clean by putting trash in the proper
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receptacle and keep common areas such as hallways, bathrooms, the library, and the school grounds free of
litter. Gum is not permitted on the bus, playground, or in the school building.

NOTE: The following policies apply both in and out of the classroom, in the school community and generally
outside the school community, where behavior that is contrary to Catholic teachings could bring
disrepute or embarrassment to the school.

Conduct incompatible with the educational and religious mission of the school by students,
parents/guardians, or anyone acting on their behalf, is grounds for disciplinary action, including
but not limited to the immediate dismissal of the student, as well as reporting the incident to the
appropriate legal authorities where appropriate.

In addition, in the case of threats of violence or harassment, in any form, including oral, written or
electronic, by a student against any member of the school community, the student, when
suspended but not dismissed, may be required to have psychological or psychiatric clearance
before returning to school.

Holy Family students and parents are expected to behave in a manner of which they can be proud
since their behavior is a reflection of them, their families, their school, and their parish community.

BEHAVIOR CODE

While good behavior is its own reward because it creates a positive and safe atmosphere, our faculty
recognizes and reinforces individuals and groups of students for their appropriate behavior by compliments
and privileges. Every school must have a listing of behaviors that are inappropriate and the resulting
consequences. The Holy Family Behavior Code is presented to point out specifically the types of behavior
that are not permitted and the range of consequences for each.

The nature and maturity level of primary-grade studentsT thatis, Pre-Kindergarten through Grade 3T cause
our school to be more moderate in these consequences than in Grades 4-8. While some of these behaviors
may not occur at Holy Family, this is an attempt to be as inclusive as possible regarding undesirable
behaviors present in schools today.

Rewards A student who behaves appropriately will be held in high regard by adults and peers, will be able
to focus more on schoolwork and achievement, and will be free from the upset that misbehavior causes.
Generally, such students will find school life more pleasant and enjoyable.

Consequence® student who misbehaves may receive a warning, a parent note, a written assignment, loss
of a privilege, parent conference, conference with the Assistant Principal and/or Principal, a plan of action,
lunch recess detention, after-school detention, Saturday detention, in-school or out-of-school suspension, or
expulsion. The administration and faculty, and if need be, the Pastors, will determine the appropriate
consequence for the misbehavior, depending on its nature and frequency.

If a student has two (2) detentions in a trimester and receives a third, he/she will receive an in-school or out-
of-school suspension. Three (3) in-school or out-of-school suspensions will result in expulsion.

School Bus Rulesd Regulations School bus transportation is provided for our students by the public
school districts in which they live. Each school district develops its own route, stops, and time schedule. The
districts do not provide door-to-door service. Our school has no control over these details of transportation.

Listening to and following the directions of the bus driver is always Rule #1. In addition, the following rules

are for everyoneQ safety while riding the school bus:

Students must remain seated while the bus is in motion.

Screaming, throwing things, and foul language are NOT PERMITTED.

Students are not permitted to eat or drink on the bus.

Younger children (K-4) must sit in the FRONT OF THE BUS.

Drivers must report incidents of misbehavior to the school office.

Students may not switch school district buses for any reason, except in the situation of moving out

of one district and into another. Changing buses within the same district may be permissible with a

parent@ written permission and the driverQ approval.

I Students may not place hands out of windows, throw anything out of windows, or make any
obscene hand gestures while riding the bus.

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Penalties 6r Bus MisbehaviarStudents who violate these rules are endangering everyone on the bus and
are often portraying our school to the public in a very negative way. Consequently, students who are
reported for violations will be disciplined. Penalties for bus misbehavior are listed in the behavior code, and
will include a conference with the Assistant Principal and a contact with parents.

Parents can help in this area in two ways:
9 Impress on your children the importance of following the rules.
9 Contact the school if you feel serious and/or frequent violations are occurring. Often times, the
school is not aware of these problems.

Hallways and BathroomsStudents are to maintain silence when moving through the hallways and using the
bathrooms.

Playground Rules
9 Students are to walk while entering or leaving the building.
9 Once the student leaves the building, he/she must stay outside for the entire recess unless the
student obtains the permission of the teacher or volunteer on duty.

1 Eatingis not permitted.

9 Students are not permitted to leave the immediate area of supervision.

'  Rough games and rough play, such as shoving, pushing, kicking, and grabbing, are not allowed.
Tackle football, contact soccer, and hardball are not permitted. 0Peggingé€ is considered dangerous
and a form of bullying.

9 Foul language is not permitted.

9 Littering or throwing rocks, sticks, snowballs, etc., are not permitted.

9 At the end of recess, when the bell is rung, students are to walk to their line quickly and quietly.

Teachers will meet their students in the recess area.
9 Ingeneral, older children should be a positive influence on, and help, younger children. Cooperation
and sharing should be continuously in practice.

Indoor RecessWVe want indoor recess to be a positive and enjoyable experience for students and
teachers. These rules promote these goals:

9 Ingeneral, the classroom must be calm and peaceful, with students using indoor voices, much like
regular class time.
Limit the number of students going to the bathroom to one at a time, unless a student is in distress.
Shouting and hollering is not permitted.
Students must remain seated unless given permission to move from their seat.
Students are not permitted to sit at the teacher@Q desk or use the teacherQ chair.
The classroom teacher must give permission for the computer to be used.
All school rules are in effect. Recess is a little more relaxed, but students are still in school.
Students are not permitted to sit or stand on desks.
Students may donate games, such as board games, that they can play.
Teachers may show movies of a G-rating or something educational and entertaining in nature. It is
best if students have something constructive to do.
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SEARCHES

To maintain safety, order and discipline on school property and at school-related events, and to protect the
welfare of students and school personnel, Holy Family Regional Catholic School has the right to perform
unannounced searches and to seize contraband, and has the right to perform searches of students to
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determine whether they pose a danger to themselves and/or others. The Principal and authorized staff
members may search a student@Q pockets, purse, backpack, gym bag, or other personal property, or the
studentQ desk or other school property used by the student.

No student may possess any illegal substance, object, or contraband that constitutes a threat to the health,
safety, or welfare of any person or persons on school property. Contraband includes all substances or
materials prohibited by school policy or state or federal law, including but not limited to controlled
substances, drugs, alcoholic beverages, cigarettes, guns, knives, weapons, or incendiary devices. All items
deemed to be illegal, illicit, disruptive, or a general nuisance to the educational process may be seized by
staff. Storage, return, or destruction of such items shall be at the discretion of the Principal, subject to legal
impoundment. Possession of these items may result in immediate dismissal from school.

9 Anyone buying, possessing, or using drugs/alcohol is suspended, expelled or arrested depending on
the nature of the violation. Possession of drug paraphernalia also constitutes violation of this policy.

9 If a student is not expelled for the possession and/or use of drugs or alcohol, the student will be
referred to the appropriate guidance, medical or psychological personnel for treatment.

9 Studentsinvolved in the sale or distribution of drugs/alcohol will be EXPELLED IMMEDIATELY even in
cases where there have been no previous suspensions from school.

9 Smoking, possession of unlit cigarettes and/or chewing tobacco by students is not permitted at any
time in any part of the buildings, anywhere on school grounds, or on school buses.

ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT

Radios, tape recorders, headsets, iPods, MP3 players, eReaders, and electronic games or apparatuses such as
electronic pens are not to be brought to school. Such articles that are used without permission are subject to
confiscation.

NOTE: Cellular phones may be brought to school under the following conditions:
9 Cell phones must be kept in the OFF position from the time a student boards the bus in the morning
until the student exits the bus in the afternoon.
9 Cell phones must be turned off and kept in the school bag. Any student whose phone Grings€ during
a class or who is observed making or receiving a call and/or texting will be in violation of this policy
and will receive disciplinary action.
9 Cell phones may not be used for texting, playing games, using the Internet, accessing email, taking
photographs, gambling, or making purchases of any kind.
No harassment or threatening of persons via the cell phone is permitted.
Those who violate any of these rules will have their cell phone confiscated, and a parent/guardian
will be called. The cell phone must be picked up by a parent/guardian; it will not be released to the
student. Those who violate any of these rules also may forfeit the future privilege of bringing a cell
phone to school.
9 The school is not responsible for any electronic equipment, including cell phones, that is lost or stolen.
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POSSESSION OF WEAPONS

Weapons are prohibited on school property. The term weapon shall include, but not be limited to: any knife,
cutting instrument, cutting tool, nunchuks, firearm, shotgun, rifle, bat, and any other tool, instrument or
implement capable of inflicting bodily harm. The term facsimile weapon shall include all instruments
resembling or intended to resemble a weapon that is used in a manner calculated or likely to produce bodily
harm. If a student is found in possession of a weapon, he/she will be suspended from school immediately.
The police will be notified and the Principal, along with the Pastors, will determine the necessary course of
action up to, and including, expulsion.
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BULLYINGJARASSMENHAZING, ANINTIMIDATION

We strive to create a safe, secure, and respectful educational environment that is necessary for students to
learn and achieve high academic standards and build appropriate relationships with others. Acts of bullying,
including cyber-bullying, harassment, hazing, and intimidation are unacceptable behaviors that are very
harmful to students and damage the atmosphere that we try to build.

School personnel will take action to investigate, respond, discipline, and remediate acts of bullying.
Administration, faculty, staff, and volunteers will demonstrate respectful behavior by treating others with
courtesy and respect, and by being aware of, and not tolerating, harassment, intimidation, hazing, and
bullying, etc. If incidents do occur, students should be able to report them and know that the inappropriate
behavior will be dealt with promptly and effectively. There should be no retaliation against a victim, reporter,
or witness.

Bullying Policy:Bullying involves actions or words against another person for the purpose of inflicting
physicalorSY2 G A2yt KIFN)XYX RA&O2YT2 NI JsinBirNdatiRg oNthredténing)
and affects the learning and school environment. If the bully is threatening harm, a student should tell a
teacher, the Assistant Principal, the Principal, or another staff member immediately. When an incident is
reported, school personnel will respond quickly and thoroughly. If it is decided that a student has bullied
another, the consequence will be more severe than the consequence for a more common misbehavior. Anti-
bullying education will be provided by the school to all students to maintain consistent awareness of this
issue and to instruct students about measures they can take to prevent it.

Harassment PolicyThe school follows the Archdiocese of Philadelphia Policy prohibiting harassment,
including sexual harassment. Sexual harassment refers to any unwelcome sexual attention, sexual advances,
requests for sexual favors, or other verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a sexual nature.

Harassment is unacceptable conduct and will not be tolerated. All students are responsible for ensuring that
this school is free from all forms of harassment. The school will investigate all allegations of harassment and
will take appropriate corrective action when warranted. Any student who is determined, as a result of such
an investigation, to have engaged in harassment in violation of this policy will be subject to appropriate
disciplinary action, up to, and including, expulsion.

In addition, in the case of threats of violence or harassment, in any form, including verbal, written, or
electronic, by a student against any member of the school community, the student, if suspended but not
dismissed, may be required to have psychological or psychiatric clearance before returning to school.

NOTE: Any inappropriate or illegal use of the Internet, social networking sites, or cell phones, specifically
that harasses, threatens, or impunes a personQ character, will be subject to appropriate
disciplinary action up to, and including, expulsion.

INNSCHOOL SUSPENSION

An in-school suspension is a suspension in which the student is required to do all regular class work under
the supervision of the Assistant Principal. Parents/guardians will be notified in advance by telephone, email,
or letter concerning the reason for the suspension. An in-school suspension is given for misbehavior of a
more serious nature or as a consequence for an accumulation of minor offenses.
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OUTORSCHOORUSPENSION

An out-of-school suspension is a serious disciplinary action taken by school authorities against a student
whose actions constitute a major disciplinary infraction and are contrary to the good order of the entire
school community. An out-of-school suspension may occurimmediately if the behavior is a serious infraction
of school rules or as a consequence for an accumulation of moderate offenses.

NOTE: After any combination of two in-school or out-of-school suspensions, a third incident of
misbehavior that would warrant an in-school or out-of-school suspension may result in
expulsion.

EXPULSION

After a suspension, a student is liable to be expelled. Such expulsion is not required if school authorities
judge it is not appropriate. Such action will be at the discretion of the Principal after consultation with the
Pastors and a meeting with the parents/guardians. The above action may be followed at any step that the
seriousness of the misconduct warrants.

Certain misbehaviors of the most serious nature may warrant immediate expulsion, regardless of the
student@ past behavior record.

NOTE: Tuition and fees will NOT be refunded if a student is expelled from school.

[ RACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Students have the opportunity to participate in school-sponsored, extracurricular activities including but not
limited to: student council, band, literary magazine, yearbook, school play, Christmas pageant, dances, etc.
Participation in extracurricular activities is contingent upon acceptable behavior. Moderators may limit
participation at their discretion with final approval of the Principal.

DUATION/CLOSING EXERCISES

Eighth grade students who have completed the prescribed course of study and maintained a suitable
discipline record are eligible for graduation if all financial obligations have been met. Procedures for
graduation are determined by the Administration in consultation with the eighth-grade teachers.

Participation in graduation/closing exercises is a privilege, not a right. Holy Family Regional Catholic School
has the right to deny any student from participating in graduation/closing exercises if, in the view of the
school, the studentQ conduct or academic or disciplinary record indicates that the privilege should not be
extended. ALL TUITION, FUNDRAISING, AND OTHER FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS MUST BE PAID IN FULLFOR A
STUDENT TO PARTICIPATE IN THE ANNUAL EIGHTH-GRADE TRIP AND ALL GRADUATION ACTIVITIES. NO
RECORDS WILL BE SENT TO HIGH SCHOOLS UNTIL ALL FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS ARE PAID IN FULL.
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EALTH SERVICES

The Neshaminy School District provides a nurse for health services to our students. The nurse treats students
for injuries and illness that occur during the day. The nurse is responsible for dispensing medications to
students in accordance with the policy of Neshaminy School District. The nurse maintains a comprehensive
health record and emergency information on each student. The Emergency Card must be filled out
completely in order for the nurse to provide the best possible care in case of an illness or emergency. Itis
vital to notify the school nurse of any changes in your child@Q health. If the nurse calls a parent because of a
studentQillness, the parent should report directly to the school and sign the child out there. The NurseQ
Office telephone number is 215-269-9604. In order to supplement the nursing hours provided by the
Neshaminy School District, Holy Family Regional Catholic School has its own part-time school nurse.

If a child has any special health problems, a parent is to notify the school nurse. If these problems
necessitate restriction or exclusion from any class or activity, it must be verified by a note from your
physician. For example, a note must accompany any student who cannot participate in gym class so that it
does not affect the studentQ grade.

If a student becomes ill during the school day, the child must notify the classroom teacher, who will refer
him/her to the school nurse. If the student is unable to remain in school due to illness, the school nurse will
notify the parents to make arrangements to have the child picked up from school.

A child is to be kept home from school if he/she has any of the following symptoms:
9 Temperature of 100 degrees or higher. Temperature should be normal for at least 24 hours without
medication before returning to school.
Vomiting or diarrhea
Persistent cough or thick nasal discharge
Itchy or red eyes with a discharge
Earache
Rash
Persistent itching of the scalp. If a child is suspected to have head lice, a parent should call the
school nurse to arrange a time for the child to be checked before he/she returns to the classroom.
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Holy Family adheres to the following procedures approved by the Neshaminy Board of School Directors for
the administration of medication during the school day:

I Medication will be administered to students only when failure to take the medication will jeopardize
the health of the student, or the student would not be able to attend school if it is not administered.

9 Prescription medication must be sent in the original pharmaceutical container and accompanied by
a physician@Q order to take the medication during the school day.

9 Over-the-counter medications, which are not listed on the studentQ emergency card, will not be
administered unless they are in their original container and accompanied by a physicianQorder to
take the medication during school hours.

9 If achild is to self-administer a medication during the school day, for example, an inhaler, written
permission from the child@ physician is necessary.

91 Allmedicines, prescription or over-the-counter, must be brought to school by the parent/guardian
and not sent to school with the student or they will not be administered. This includes such things as
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Tylenol, cough drops, Tums, etc. The nurse has the responsibility of administering all medications.

NOTE: It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to provide transportation home when a student
becomes sick or injured during the school day. In cases of extreme emergency, the school will have
the student transported by ambulance to the nearest hospital in order to facilitate immediate
medical care.

OME AND SCHOOL ASSOCIATION

The Home and School Association of Holy Family Regional Catholic School is an organization of parents who
are dedicated to enhancing the academic and spiritual development of each student while strengthening our
school and family bonds. An extremely valuable blessing for our school, the Association assists the school in
providing the best education possible for the children by arranging and staffing volunteer programs, hosting
a variety of family-oriented events and activities, and managing fundraising activities.

The objectives of the Home and School Association are as follows:

OMEWORK

Homework, which includes writing and study assignments in various subjects, is assigned to enrich and/or
reinforce subject matter taught in the classroom. Homework is considered in the grading process and should
be done in an atmosphere free from distractions. The Office of Catholic Education recommends the following
time schedule for homework.

Grades 1- 2 30 minutes
Grades 34 60 minutes
Grades 56 90 minutes
Grades 7-8 120 minutes

Parents are asked to make every effort to see that homework is done neatly and completely. The best
results are usually achieved when a parent checks and signs their child@ assignment book after the
homework has been completed. If the child is spending more time on homework than expected by the
teacher, the parent should speak to the teacher so that the child can be helped to work more efficiently.

ONORS MATH PROGRAM

Candidates for the Honors Math Program in Grades 4-8 are identified through Terra Nova Testing, Math
Level Testing and Exams, and observation of classroom performance.

CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION
Students being considered for the Elementary Math Honors Program should meet the following criteria:
9 Consistent scores of 90 or above in the Math Composite Score for Standardized Testing (National
Percentiles used).
9 Consistent scores of 80 or above in the Reading Comprehension test of the Standardized Testing.
9 Evidence of above average performances on Mathematics Level Mastery Tests (Diocesan Level
Testing). Students admitted from other programs/schools should be tested using back copies of the
level tests. GAbove average performanceé is interpreted as a score of 85 or above.
9 Consistent grades of 90 or above in Mathematics on the report card.
9 Cognitive Skills Index falling in the Range of 125 in the Terra Nova Test.

This criterion is not arbitrary. Students are identified as potential candidates for Honors Math at the end of
Grade 3 or 4. The program is begun at Grade 4 to ensure that the students have had a sufficient amount of
time to master the skills necessary to complete the Algebra 1 course in the eighth grade.

Honors Math is taught daily within the time framework of the regular class period. Students in this program

are expected to perform at a higher level and, as always, to be conscientious regarding class participation
and assignments.

IBRARY

All students in Pre-Kindergarten through Grade 8 have access to materials from the school library.
Parents/guardians should share in the responsibility of caring for the books that the children bring home and
should be aware of the date on which the books are due. Above all, parents/guardians should aid teachers in
the task of encouraging the children to read. Each class has a weekly library period and the students must
observe the following rules:

| All books taken from the library must be signed out at the desk.

| Quiet is requested in the library at all times.

| All books must be returned by the prescribed time. The fine for overdue books is
$.05 per school day.

| If a book is lost, destroyed or damaged so that it can no longer be used, that book
must be paid for by the student responsible.

| The library is available for independent research at specified times.
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UNCH PROGRAM

Holy Family Regional Catholic SchoolQHot Lunch Program is sponsored by the Archdiocese of Philadelphia@
Nutritional Development Services. The menu includes items such as meat, vegetables, baked items, and milk.
The lunch is intended to provide children with 1/3 of the calories, vitamins, and minerals they need for the
day. Fat is kept low by offering low- or no-fat milk (white, strawberry, and chocolate). Only 100% juice is
served, and whole grains are used whenever possible. Items are prepackaged for food safety and easy service.

Families who prefer to pack their own lunch and snacks may do so. To promote good health, nutritious foods
are encouraged. For students who have forgotten their lunch, parents may drop off lunches at the school.
Parents who would like to provide lunch for a class, please contact the school office to make special
arrangements. No fast food delivery is allowed; parents must drop off lunches at the school office.

Mandatory parent-teacher conferences are held at the end of the first trimesters | F4 SNJ (1 K S
cards are sent home. Parent-teacher conferences also may be held after the distribution of the report card
for the second trimester, if deemed necessary by either the parent/guardian or the teacher. Additional
conferences with the teacher, the Assistant Principal, or the Principal are available by appointment only.
Requests for an appointment may be made by contacting the school office or sending a written note or email
to the teacher. Teachers request 24 hours to set up a conference time or return a response. Generally

aidzRSy
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should make an appointment with the teacher(s) involved before the matter is brought to the attention of
the Assistant Principal or the Principal.
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Parents/guardians who have legal custody of a student may attend educational meetings, participate in
educational decisions, and review educational records. Persons who do not have legal custody have no such
educational rights and may not participate in these matters unless they have the expressed permission of the
custodial parent/guardian.

ROGRESS REPORTS

In Grades K-8, academic progress reports are sent home midway during the report card period to inform
parents/guardians of growth or deficiencies in subject areas. In sending the progress report home at this
time, the student who shows deficiencies is given approximately a four-week period in which to improve the
unsatisfactory mark.

ROMOTION/RETENTION POLICY

Careful assessment of the studentQ performance and ability must be undertaken before a retention is
recommended. Many factors are considered: student@ gender, age, physical size, previous retention,
behavior patterns, maturity, intelligence, and performance on grade level tests and assignments.

Except in unusual cases, non-promotion is discouraged beyond the primary grades. The ultimate decision in

regard to non-promotion must be a joint one between the Principal and teachers. Parents/guardians will be
informed in writing of possible non-promotion and arrangements made for consultation.

A prayerful, religious atmosphere in our school is developed and maintained through:

| Availability of the Sacrament of Reconciliation at the beginning of the school year, during Advent

and during Lent.
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Since parents/guardians are, and remain through life, the primary educators of their children, the school
assists them in the preparation of the children for reception of the sacraments. Parents/guardians of children
preparing for the sacraments are required to participate in a sacramental program provided by their
respective parish community. These programs are on an adult level since it is believed that the childQlove of
and practice of their faith depends on the family. Students will receive their sacraments within the parish
where they are registered.

CONFIRMATION
This sacrament is administered to the children in sixth grade within their home parish. The date is
determined by the Archdiocese after consultation with the respective Pastor.

EUCHARIST

The children in third grade receive this sacrament within their home parish.

RECONCILIATION
The children are prepared for Reconciliation in second grade and usually receive this sacrament in the third
trimester of that year within their home parish.

EPORT CARDS AND GRADING SYSTEM

Report cards are issued three (3) times a year in accordance with the schedule set by the Office of Catholic
Education. The report card is an estimate of the studentQprogress in school and should be carefully studied
by the parents/guardians.

Grading follows the guidelines established by the Office of Catholic Education and is defined on the
Archdiocesan report card. Special subjects, such as music, physical education, art, and technology, will base
grades on a 1-4 scale. Spanish is graded on a 1-4 scale for students in Grades K-6, and as a standard number
grade for students in Grades 7-8. Grades of 1 or 2 in special subjects will keep a student off the Honor Roll. A
a0GdzRSy i Qa O2y RdzO( I1f4.8Ro deteatiord dtd sksEemiondnfurrdd bydh©dtutiest
during the marking period or a conduct grade of 1 or 2 will keep a student off the Honor Roll.

FIRE SAFETY

Fire drills and inspections are conducted regularly and monitored by the Middletown Township Fire
Department. It is essential that when the signal is given everyone, including volunteers, respond promptly by
leaving the buildings by the prescribed route. Fire exits and instructions are clearly visible in each classroom.
Students not in their classroom when the bell is sounded should leave by the closest exit and report to
his/her homeroom teacher.

Computers are a valuable tool for education and one of the school@purposes is to encourage the proper use
of computer related technology including the Internet. Students and all users of computer technology have a
responsibility to use these tools properly and in accordance with the Accepted User Policy. All students and

SAFEY PATROL

A teacher moderator, along with eighth-grade students, assists in maintaining order and promoting safety in
school. The students of Holy Family Regional Catholic School are expected to respect those in charge, and
cooperate and obey all school safety guidelines.

SHELTER IN PLACE PLAN

Shelter in Place is a measure designed to use a facility to temporarily separate people from a hazardous
outdoor environment. Shelter in Place is declared by government officials in an emergency situation. The
school is notified of this situation by the Police Department or Fire Department. Parents are notified via KYW
1060-AM radio, WBCB 1490-AM radio, and the television stations KYW-Channel 3 (CBS), WPVI-Channel 6
(ABC), and WCAU-Channel 10 (NBC).
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Shelter in Plac®rocedure When Shelter In Place is declared, the following occurs:

1. All windows and doors are closed and locked.
2. Heating and ventilation systems are shut down.
3. Students, school personnel and anyone else in the building report to the designated

location(s) indicated by the Shelter in Place plan. Students bring coats and other designated
supplies with them.

4, Staff members have specific duties. They also have appropriate activities to use with the
students in this event. Ample water and snacks are always on hand.
5. Shelter In Place remains in effect until it is lifted by government officials.

Parent@ Rolelt is critical for parents to understand that you will be permitted access to the building only
when it is safe to do so. When you are notified via the radio or television that Shelter in Place is lifted, then
dismissal procedures will be initiated utilizing information recorded on the Emergency Dismissal Forms.

HOOL CLOSING/DELAYED OPENING

School closings/delayed openings are the decision of the school districts providing transportation and the
bus companies providing this service, not the Principal. Concerns regarding busing should be directed to the
school district in which the student resides.

In the event that the school is closed due to inclement weather, weather-related problems, or other
emergencies, parents are directed to the media resources below.

An alert also will be posted on the home page of the school website at www.hfrcs.org.

As a courtesy to parents, when school is in session and is closing early due to weather, the school will
attempt to notify all parents by phone. In the event that a parent is not notified, the child will be dismissed
as instructed by the parents/guardians on the Emergency Dismissal Form provided at the beginning of the
school year. It is extremely important that the office has up-to-date, accurate contact information on the
Emergency Dismissal Form. Emergency contact information must be kept up-to-date at all times.

Each family is responsible for providing adequate care and supervision once the child leaves Holy Family. Itis
highly recommended that each family discuss its plan in regard to an early dismissal.

HOOL COMMUNICATIONS

A Monthly Calendar is issued to each family before the beginning of each month. The Monthly Calendar
informs parents/guardians of early dismissals, holidays, conferences, and programs scheduled for the month.
The yearly Tentative Calendar is only a guide. The Monthly Calendar will list all changes and/or additions of
events and is the most reliable source of information for parents.
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Most communications from school or school organizations will be sent to parents/guardians on Tuesday of
each week via the Family Communication Email. Any additional communications not included in the email
will be sent home with each student in his/her take-home folder, with an alert provided in the email.
Parents/guardians are asked to check their email frequently for school updates throughout the week.
Parents also are encouraged to check the school and faculty websites for other updates (www.hfrcs.org).

NOTE: The Principal must approve communications of any type before distribution to students is permitted.
This includes notices from homeroom parents about birthday celebrations, gifts, etc. School notices
and fundraisers have first priority. Any parish or outside organization must have information
reviewed and approved by the Principal BEFORE being included in the student folder, Family
Communication Email, or on the school website. After approval, flyers or notices must be at the
school office by the Monday morning before the date selected for distribution in the student folder
or Family Communication Email.

HOOL PROPERTY

Each student shares the responsibility of maintaining the orderly appearance of the school and should report
areas they see in need of attention or repair. Parents/guardians will be held responsible for any damage
their child might do to school property, i.e., furniture, windows, plumbing, etc.

ANDARDIZED/OTHER TESTING

The Terra Nova Test is administered to students in Grades K-7. Final exams are administered at the end of
the third trimester. Some of these examinations are provided by the Office of Catholic Education.

ATE-FUNDED SERVICES

ACT 89

Act 89 is a program funded by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and administered through Intermediate
Units. The Act 89 program provides auxiliary services to nonpublic school students. Act 89 is not special
education, and therefore, cannot provide any special education services. Act 89 programs are legally distinct
from special education programs. Act 89 funds may be expended for psychological assessment of non-public
school students when the intent is to provide appropriate auxiliary services to non-public school students.
Through Act 89, Holy Family students are provided with the services of Catapult Remedial Reading, Math,
and Diagnostic Services in counseling, speech therapy, and remediation, as needed.
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ACT 90

Any private academic school (Grades K-12) that is licensed or registered with the Pennsylvania Department
of Education can participate in Act 90, which is the loan of instructional materials and equipment by the
State to non-public schools. Each school is required to submit a student enrollment report to the
Pennsylvania Department of Education; the allotment for each school is determined based on the number of
eligible students.

ACT 195
Similar to Act 90, Act 195 authorizes the loan of textbooks and workbooks by the Pennsylvania Department
of Education to students enrolled in non-public schools throughout the State.

UDENT COUNCIL

The opportunity to participate in Student Council gives students a leadership experience as they serve their
peers and their school. Student Council officers and representatives are asked to:
I Berole models for other students.
9 Take aninterest in all students.
9 Work cooperatively to assist our faculty and administration, help other students, and improve our
school.

The behavior of Student Council officers and representatives must be excellent. Misbehavior will cause a

member to lose his/her position. A student who has been suspended or has received a 1 or 2 on his/her
report card in any area, must resign his/her post.

BSTITUTE TEACHERS

When teachers become ill or have emergencies, substitute teachers then conduct their classes. The
substitute teacher follows the regular teacherQ plans. Students are expected to concentrate on the
classwork and to be cooperative and courteous; therefore, any behavior deemed inappropriate by the
substitute teacher is grounds for discipline. All substitute teachers must have the appropriate clearances to
work at Holy Family Regional Catholic School.

MMER SCHOOL

An academic summer school program may be recommended for a student. The purpose of such a
recommendation would be to maintain and enrich the studentQacademic progress. Mandatory attendance
at a summer school program is required of any student with failures in math, reading, or other subjects for
the year. The length of this program will depend on the studentQ needs. Parents should check with the school
district in which they reside to see if summer school programs are available through their local school district.
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RANSFERS

When a child must transfer to another school, it is necessary for parents to provide our school office with the

issued at the proper time to parents/guardians only. Transcripts are never given to parents/guardians or
students. Upon a request from the new school, transcripts are sent directly to that school in which the

student will be enrolled.

NOTE: All financial obligations and the return of all textbooks must be satisfied before transcripts are
processed and released to the new school.

UITION PQLICY AND
FAMILY FUNDRAISING REQUIREMEN

Our school exists primarily for the baptized children of practicing Catholics who are registered members of
our sponsoring Parishes. This means that the family:
9 regularly practices their faith, that is, i.e., by participating in Mass on Sunday and Holy Days, and
9 supports the parish by using their Sunday offering envelopes on a regular basis according to the
guidelines of their respective parish.

TUITION POLICY
1. In order for a student to enter school in September, all prior year@ financial obligations must be paid
in full.

2. The Annual Tuition is payable in 10 equal payments, beginning July 1 and ending April 1.

3. Tuition payments are to be made on a timely basis, that is, on or before the first of the month,
regardless of who is responsible for the tuition or any portion of the tuition.

4. In order for a student to enter school in September, the first three monthly installments must be
paid in full by September 1.

5. In order for a student to return to school in January, the tuition account must be current.
6. In order for a student to return to school on May 1, the tuition must be paid in full by April 25.
7. Regarding NSF checks, after two checks are returned, future payments must be made in cash.

8. Delinquent tuition, which is due and payable in order for a child to return to school or to attend a
class trip, must be paid in cash.

9. Consideration may be afforded by a Pastor to families who are experiencing financial hardship.
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10. In order for any student to participate in an end-of-the-year class trip, tuition and the mandatory
fundraising responsibility must be paid in full.

11. In order for a student in eighth grade to participate in eighth-grade graduation activities, tuition and
the mandatory fundraising responsibility must be paid in full.

12. It is mandatory that school parents actively support the schoolQ fundraising activities and thereby
fulfill their familyQ annual $300 fundraising responsibility by April 25.

The Tuition Policy has been set forth and approved by the Pastors. If a financial hardship is encountered
during the school year, parents/guardians are expected to confer directly with the school Business Manager.

Tuition payments are made in ten (10) payments, due on the 1st of each month, July through April.
Payments may be dropped off or mailed to the school office. Checks will be processed promptly. A service
fee of $35 will be charged for a check that is returned by the bank for non-sufficient funds. All fees are
non-refundable.

FAMILY FUNDRAISING REQUIREMENT

In addition to the annual tuition, there is also a fundraising requirement of $300 per family. In lieu of paying
additional tuition and fees, each family is required to participate in fundraising activities throughout the
school year to provide a net of $300 by April 25.

IFORM POLICY

Students in Grades K-8 are required to wear the complete school uniform every day and a written excuse
should accompany any deviation. The uniform expresses not only traditional value of economy, neatness and
practicality but also our unity as a community of learners. Students are required to be in regulation uniform
from the time they arrive at school to the time they leave school. Summer uniforms, which are optional,
may be worn from the first day of school until October 31, if the weather is still warm. Common sense is to
be used in determining use. Formal or winter uniforms are worn from November 1 until the Easter break.
Summer uniforms may be worn after the Easter break, again, if the weather is warm enough to do so.

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NOTE: Attendance at Catholic schools is voluntary; therefore, it is presumed that parents/guardians who send
their children to a Catholic school have consented to published rules about personal appearance and
grooming. Neatness and attractiveness should be attributes students strive to exhibit daily.
